ROYAL VISITS & GIFTS
1. Which country did The Queen and The Duke of Edinburgh visit on the first outward State Visit of Her Majesty’s reign?

A.Norway     
The Queen and The Duke of Edinburgh paid a State Visit to Norway from 24-26 June 1955 at the invitation of King Haakon VII.

2. During a visit to which Commonwealth Realm in 1967 did The Queen cut a nine-metre-high cake commemorating the country's 100th anniversary of confederation?

A.Canada


In 1967 The Queen celebrated the Centennial of Confederation with a visit to EXPO in Montreal. She cut the nine-metre-high birthday cake on Parliament Hill in Ottawa.
3. At whose invitation did The Queen make a State Visit to the Vatican City in 1980?

B.Pope John Paul 
The Queen made history by becoming the first British monarch to make a State Visit to the Vatican. The Queen visited the Vatican again in 2000 to mark the 20th anniversary of this historic meeting.
4. In 1982, during a visit to Tuvalu in the South Pacific, The Queen travelled by which mode of transport?

C.Canoe
The Queen was carried shoulder high in a canoe during her visit to Tuvalu. Her Majesty is Queen of Tuvalu.
5. Which Commonwealth Realm visited by The Queen in her Golden Jubilee Year celebrated its 40th Anniversary of Independence that year?

A.Jamaica

During her three-day visit, The Queen addressed a special session of the parliament in the Jamaican capital, Kingston.

QUEEN’S LIFE
6. In which month of the year did The Queen accede to the throne?

A.February
Princess Elizabeth received the news of her father’s death and her own accession to the throne on Wednesday 6 February 1952. Princess Elizabeth was proclaimed Queen Elizabeth on 8 February 1952 and The Queen’s Coronation took place in Westminster Abbey on 2 June 1953.

7. When did The Queen first meet The Duke of Edinburgh?

A.1934
Princess Elizabeth and Prince Philip first met when they attended the wedding of Prince Philip's cousin, Princess Marina of Greece to the Duke of Kent, who was an uncle of Princess Elizabeth. The future Queen was one of Princess Marina's eight bridesmaids.

8. Which of the following foreign decorations does The Queen NOT hold?

B.Order of the Norwegian Lion


The Order of the Norwegian Lion was a Norwegian order of knighthood established by King Oscar II of Norway in 1904 and was abolished in 1952. The last knight was Gustaf VI Adolf of Sweden. The Queen received Denmark's Order of the Elephant (Denmark) in 1947, Sweden's Order of the Seraphim in 1953 and Sapin's Order of the Golden Fleece in 1988.

9. What was The Queen's first ever official public engagement?

B.Inspecting the Grenadier Guards in 1942
The Queen, as Princess Elizabeth, was appointed Colonel-in-Chief of the Grenadier Guards in early 1942, and on her sixteenth birthday she carried out her first public engagement when she inspected the regiment.

10. The Queen has received 12 Prime Ministers over since 1952. Who was the first Prime Minister to serve during Her Majesty's reign?

A.Winston Churchill
Winston Churchill was Prime Minister for the second time from 1951 to 1955. He was the first to offer his condolences to the new Queen on her return to the UK from Kenya where she had learned of the death of her father, George VI. Churchill was made Knight of the Order of the Garter in 1953 and is remembered as Britain's greatest wartime leader.

JUBILEE
11. How many other British Monarchs have celebrated Diamond Jubilees?

There has previously been one other Diamond Jubilee, celebrated by Queen Victoria.

12. How many miles is it estimated The Queen travelled on her Commonwealth tour for her Silver Jubilee in 1977?

C.56,000
It is estimated that The Queen travelled 56,000 miles on her Silver Jubilee tour. Official overseas visits were also made to Western Samoa, Australia, New Zealand, Tonga, Fiji, Tasmania, Papua New Guinea, Canada and the West Indies.

13. Who played the guitar on the roof of Buckingham Palace to mark The Queen's Golden Jubilee?

B.Brian 
Brian May, the guitarist from Queen, played from the roof of Buckingham Palace as part of the “Party at the Palace” concert for the Golden Jubilee on 3 June 2002.

MONARCHY
14. When was the current monarchy of Great Britain and Northern Ireland formed?

D.1922

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland was formed after the signing of the Anglo-Irish Treaty on 21 December 1921. The treaty, which came into force in early 1922, created the Independent Irish Free State and gave the six counties of Ulster (Northern Ireland) the ability to opt-out and rejoin the UK, which they did almost!
15. What charter began the process that put an end to absolutism and paved the way to constitutional law?

C.Magna Carta
The Magna Carta (Magna Carta Libertatum, the Great Charter of Freedom) was an English charter of political and civil liberties granted by King John at Runnymede in June 1215. The charter became the basis for English citizen's rights and influenced the historical process that led to today’s rule of constitutional law.

16. Who is the oldest living monarch in the world, as of 2012?

C.King Abdullah al Saud of Saudi Arabia
King Abdullah al Saud was born in 1923 - two years before The Queen. He has ruled Saudi Arabia since 2005. He first met The Queen in 1998 when he was Crown Prince.

17. Who was the last King of England?

A.William III
TRICK QUESTION

William III ruled alongside his wife, Queen Mary, after James II was deposed in 1688. William and Mary were succeeded by Queen Anne in 1702 although she did not bear any children. The next King, George I, was crowned after the Acts of Union between England and Scotland, making him King of Great Britain. 

ROYAL FAMILY

18. What is the Prince of Wales known as in Scotland?

B.Duke of Rothesay


The Duke of Rothesay is a Scottish peerage inherited by the Sovereign's eldest son at birth or on the Sovereign's accession. Along with Albany, Rothesay was the first dukedom to be created in Scotland.

19. Which university did The Duke of Cambridge and The Duchess of Cambridge attend?

B.St Andrews University
The Duke and Duchess of Cambridge studied at St Andrews University in Fife, Scotland. He graduated with a 2:1 in Geography in 2005, and she with a 2:1 in History of Art, also in 2005.

20. In which country was The Duchess of Gloucester born?

A.Denmark
The Duchess of Gloucester, formerly Birgitte Eva van Deurs Henriksen, was born on 20 June 1946 in Odense, Denmark. She married Prince Richard of Gloucester in 1972. They later became The Duke and Duchess of Gloucester.

21. Where do the Duke and Duchess of Cambridge have their London residence?

B.Kensington Palace
Kensington Palace continues its long history as a residence for Members of the Royal family. The most recent Royal residents at Kensington Palace are The Duke and Duchess of Cambridge, who have apartments at the Palace as their London residence

22. Where is the official residence of The Prince of Wales?

B.Clarence House

Clarence House, which stands beside St. James's Palace, was built between 1825 and 1827 to the designs of John Nash for Prince William, Duke of Clarence (William IV) in 1830. From 1953 to 2002 it was the London home of Queen Elizabeth, the Queen Mother and today serves as the official London residence of The Prince of Wales and The Duchess of Cornwall, and Prince Harry.
SPORTS
23. Which edition of the Commonwealth Games did the The Queen first attended?

C.1970 Commonwealth Games – Edinburgh, Scotland
The Edinburgh 1970 Games were not only the first Games to be hosted in Scotland but also the first that The Queen attended, in her capacity as Patron of the Commonwealth Games Federation.
24. The Duke of Edinburgh is 'Twelfth Man' on behalf of which organisation?

B.Lord's 
The Duke of Edinburgh has been Patron and 'Twelfth Man' of The Lord's Taverners since 1950. The Taverners is the UK's leading youth cricket and disability sports charity.

25. For which sport has The Duke of Edinburgh written the international rule book?

A.Carriage driving

The Duke of Edinburgh wrote the international rule book for carriage driving after becoming President of the International Equestrian Federation in 1964.

26. Which Olympic Games did Princess Anne compete in?

B.1976 MontrealPrincess Anne competed in the 1976 Montreal Olympic Games as a member of the British Three-Day Event team.

27. Of which sporting organisation is Prince Harry the Vice-Patron?

B.Rugby Football Union
Prince Harry became Vice-Patron of Rugby Football Union in 2010; The Queen is Patron. Her Majesty is also Patron of the British Fencing Association and English Table Tennis Association. The Countess of Wessex is Patron of England Hockey.

LIFE AND TIMES

28. When The Queen first came to the throne only 5% of couples lived together before they were married. What is the percentage today?

C.70%

According to the 2001 Census, around 70% of married couples have lived together before they were married.

29. Today the UK has a network of motorways that is over 2,000 miles (3,400 kilometres) long and there are over 23 million licensed cars on the roads. In 1952 there were approximately 2.5 million cars on the roads but how many miles of motorway did the UK have?

A. None

There were no motorways in the UK until the M1 was built, connecting Watford to Rugby, in November 1959. The M1 was not fully opened until 1968.

30. Which of the following historic events has NOT taken place during The Queen’s reign?

D.The Festival of Britain

The Festival of Britain was held in 1951, a year before The Queen came to the throne, to promote British contributions to science, technology, industrial design, architecture and the arts in the aftermath of the Second World War. Food rationing came to an end in 1954, the moon landing took place in 1969 and the Berlin Wall was built in 1961.

31. The position of women in UK society has changed greatly since the 1950s. After the 1951 general election there were 17 women MPs. How many were elected in the 2010 General Election?

D.143

There were 143 female MPs elected to Parliament on 7 May 2010. As of May 2011, there were 181 female peers in the House of Lords.

32. The population of the UK has increased since The Queen came to the throne. How many more people now live in the UK?

B.10 million
There are approximately 10 million more people living in the UK today than there were in 1952. The majority of this population increase is due to lower infant mortality and an increased life expectancy. Net immigration since the 1960s has also contributed to this increase.

FAMOUS ENCOUNTERS
33. Which medal did The Queen present to Mother Teresa in 1983?

C.Order of Merit
On 24 November 1983, Mother Teresa was presented with the insignia of the Honorary Order of Merit by The Queen at the Presidential Palace in Delhi. The Order of Merit is a personal gift from the Monarch and was established in 1902 by King Edward VIII. It is a special honour awarded to individuals for great achievement in the fields of the arts, learning, literature and science.

34. Which US President dined with The Queen in 1961?

A.John F Kennedy
Late US President John F Kennedy and his wife, Jacqueline Kennedy, dined with The Queen and The Duke of Edinburgh during a private visit in June 1961, not long after he took office.

35. What did Mahatma Gandhi make as a wedding gift for The Queen and The Duke of Edinburgh?

B.Lace shawl

Gandhi hand wove a piece of lace for the then Princess Elizabeth and Prince Philip, as a wedding present in 1947. The central motif of 'Jai Hind' translates roughly as 'Victory to India'.

36. Which famous racehorse did The Queen meet in 2003?

B.Desert Orchid
The Queen met Desert Orchid in March 2003 after unveiling a bronze bust of the Queen Mother at Cheltenham Racecourse.

COMMONWEALTH

37. How many countries are there in the Commonwealth?

C.54

As of 2012, there are 54 countries in the Commonwealth. The origins of the Commonwealth come from Britain's former empire. Many of the members of the Commonwealth were territories which had historically come under British rule at various times by settlement, conquest or cession. Commonwealth countries are home to around one quarter of the world's population.

38. When is Commonwealth Day celebrated?

A.Second Monday in March
Commonwealth Day, marked on the second Monday in March, is the annual celebration of the Commonwealth. This day was chosen as one when all Commonwealth children would be in school.

39. Who is the current Secretary-General of the Commonwealth Secretariat?

B.Kamalesh Sharma

Kamalesh Sharma, formerly India's High Commissioner to the United Kingdom, became Commonwealth Secretary-General on 1 April 2008
40. What flag does The Queen use when she visits Commonwealth countries?

C.Her personal flag
The Queen's personal flag consists of the initial 'E' ensigned with the Royal crown, surrounded by a chaplet of roses. The design is in gold (or yellow) on a blue field and the flag is fringed with gold (or yellow). It is flown to mark her presence in non-monarchical Commonwealth countries and in realms that have not adopted a personal flag specifically for The Queen..
