4. Three Rivers Federation Governors
It has been a turbulent year for the 2 federated schools, but the governors are focused is on positively moving forward. At the end of March the schools received the formal order to join the Sapientia Multi Academy Trust, and both parties are in the due diligence process, with the intention of converting on 1 September 2017. Sapientia MAT was founded by Wymondham College, an organisation with great experience in educational leadership, and a reputation and track record for high standards. The Trust is sponsoring a number of Norfolk Primary schools and has appointed a primary lead to ensure high standards of teaching and learning across the Trust. We look forward to Sapientia meeting the community in May.

The schools have a strong School Improvement and Development Plan (SIDP) in place and a summary of this plan can be found on the school website. To fulfil this plan governors have worked with the Headteacher to ensure interventions are in place to raise teaching and learning standards, and this includes working with other cluster schools.

This summer term Mr Doug Dale will be the County Headteacher for both schools whilst the governors continue to recruit a new Headteacher for the next academic year.
