South Norfolk and Broadland Shared Services: 
On 2 January, our two teams became a single paid service and we continue to move towards becoming one officer team, serving two autonomous Councils. The Managing Director and most Directors are now in situ. We are moving forward with a single officer corps including a new joint web page. 
The Feasibility Study outlined the potential opportunities that could be delivered through us working together and it showed indicative cost savings of nearly £8.6m over the first 5 years.
