If necessary the restriction could run for a maximum period of 21 days.
Alternative route is via: Kirby Road, A146 Loddon Road/ Norwich Road, C554 Norwich Road, Langley Road, Staithe Road, Langley Green, Norwich Road, Ferry Road, The Street, Claxton Corner, Lower Road, New Inn Hill, The Street, Rookery Hill, Bramerton Lane, Rockland Road, The Street (Ashby St. Mary/ Caistor St. Edmund and Bixley/ Kirby Bedon/ Rockland St. Mary/ Yelverton/ Langley with Hardley/ Chedgrave/ Framingham Pigot/ Carleton St. Peter/ Claxton/ Holverston/ Hellington/ Trowse with Newton/ Thurton/ Bergh Apton/ Bramerton).
(If necessary the restriction could run for a maximum period of 18 months from the date of the Order)

Penalty: £1000 maximum fine on conviction and/or endorsement for contravention.
